	· Don non-slip shoes prior to working in or around the caged ladder, floors in dining areas have slippery surfaces from water and/or oils.
· Do not exceed the caged ladder’s 375 lbs. weight limit; keep your hands and loose clothing away from the moving parts of the Cage.
· Read and follow all posted safety labels on the equipment; do not let climbing equipment of any material come in contact with live electrical circuits. 
· Make sure area around caged ladder and all caged ladder parts are free of debris.
· Do a basic safety check before using the caged ladder; make sure the rivets and welds are tight and in good condition, ensure rails are in place, and ensure the cage does not wobble. 
· Make sure there is plenty of space to safely ascend/descend the caged ladder. 
· Do not use the caged without the outer flared sections attached.

· Make sure all locks are fully engaged before using; make sure each of the four Rock Locks is fully engaged in the appropriate rung tube before use.
·  Face forward and climb one rung at a time while going up and down the caged ladder. 
· Do not sit or stand on the handrail or above the platform. 

· Do not lean or reach too far while on the caged ladder. 
· Do not unlock the Rock Lock if anyone is on the cage.

· To avoid pinching, place your hands on the platform on the upper inner rails when you are telescoping your cage up and down.  

· When extending the caged ladder, your hands must always be on the outside of the outer section. 

· When releasing the Rock Locks, make sure you support the inner assembly with one hand. Failure to do so will result in injury. 
· Do not lean or reach too far to one side while on the caged ladder. A good rule of thumb is to always keep your belt buckle between the side rails. 
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
